A few days ago, one of my wifeOs cousins, whom we havenOt
seen for years, e-mailed us some pictures taken at a wedding of
one of their children. Maybe youOve
had the same experience, but it took
us some time to identify some of the
people in those pictures, and they
were relatives we had all been close
to 10 or 15 year ago. Then, a few
days later, we were looking at
pictures of our immediate family that
were taken about 10 or 15 years ago
and were struck by how much weOve
all changed. In most cases, change
happens so gradually that in our day-to-day experience it
escapes our notice.

Changes in our physical appearance become obvious when
we compare Obefore® and OafterO impressions as in snapshots,
but we change in other ways, too, that may not be so easy to
discern.  Speaking for myself, one of these ways is in the
quality of my singing voice. When | brst joined the chapter and
Bill Ruth asked for a biographical sketch, one of the things |
mentioned was that although others had commented on my
voice from time to time, | was not happy, either with its
consistency or how limited my range was.

If youOre one of
those who habitually come late to rehearsals, youOre missing
what might be the most valuable 15 or 20 minutes of the
evening. Obviously, for some thereOs no other way to get here
due to conRicts with other obligations, but if youOd really like to
improve your technique, 10d encourage you to make the extra
effort to be there on time.

One of our members once told me he felt it was like taking
voice lessons for three bucks a week, and if you donOt think
thatOs a bargain, check the market.

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CHORAL SINGING CONCEPTS

by Mr. Corey, Professor of Music and Director of Choral
Studies at Northern Arizona University
(As seen in th®©range Spiel John Alexander, Editor)

1. No two consecutive notes, syllables or words,
should ever receive equal emphasis. The music is
always going somewhere and then returning.
(Robert Shaw)

2. Always breathe in the shape of the first vowel.

3. Inhalation, regardless of dynamic, should always
be silent, low and huge.

4. (a) Stay on the vowel sound as long as possible.
(b) Almost all vowels are tall vowels--#space
between the molars"--the exception is (eh).

5. Consonants are almost always short and ahead of
the beat.

6. Consonants do not need muscular strength; they
need air turbulence. Let the air carry the
consonants.

7. Long notes are either < or >.

8. Dynamics are not just a question of volume--they
are changes of intensity borne out of breath.

WhatOs the deal with OSocialO and OOperatingO funds?

You may have seen the
Mileage Refund Request slips
that seem to float around when
we perform at our annual
show or at sing-outs, and you
may have heard our requests
for donations to the OSocial
Fund,O but what is this really
all about? The answer has a

lot to do with the fact that your
chapter is a not-for-profit tax-exempt organization.

In exchange for being granted exemption from
income taxes and qualified to receive contributions

which are deductible from the donors® income

taxes, our chaptefus well as every other chapter
and district in the Society and the Society itself)
had to agree to file annual information returns with
the IRS, open its books to public inspection, and

agree that monies from our exempt purpose

activities must notOinureOto the benefit of a
private individual or be used for other than our
exempt purpose. Incidentally,
recognized exempt purpose is to perpetuate the ol
American art form of barbershop quartet singing.

Examples of expenditures which are in line
with our exempt purpose include rent for a meeting

Examples of expenditures which are NOT in
line with our exempt purpose include throwing
parties for ourselvessuch as Ladies’ Night),
paying dues for a member who, otherwise, could
not afford the hobby, and refreshments at chapter
meetings or other gatherings when only members
and their wives, or dates, are present.

But, wait a minute--we do all of those things
which are not in line with our exempt purpose.
How is this possible? It is possible because not all
monies received are from deductible contributions
or from the net income related to carrying out our
exempt purposes. We use the term, OOperating
Fund,O to describe all monies that came in from our
exempt activities and OSocial FundO to describe
monies from other acceptable sources, such as our
annual dueswhich are not deductible), the net
profit from our weekly 50/50 raffles, and other
contributions earmarked for the Social Fund, for
which the donors know they may not take a tax
deduction. Itis O.K. to use Social Fund monies to

our officially pay for expenditures which are not in line with our
J£xempt purpose, as long as we carefully keep track

of the two funds and keep them separate in our
books.

When chapter officers or members incur
expenses for which they have a right to be
