As I sit and write this article, we as a chorus 
are in the middle of two major performances.

While we do have an audition to become a 
member, we don!t audition quartets or special acts that 
perform. We trust that all performers have been self-evaluating 
their performance. We have to remember that we are, for the 
most part, receiving a fee for our performances and the client 
deserves only  our best efforts. We also have to remember that 
we are representing our hobby. I don!t know about you, but I 
get angry  when a TV show or movie shows ÒBarbershoppingÓ 
in less than a ßattering light. I understand that any  performer, 
group, or act can have a bad day. We need to make sure that 
is all it was.

Long Island Harmonizers and Mother Nature combine to

VOICING THEIR PLEASURE at being invited to present a two-hour show at Eisenhower Park, the jewel of Nassau 
County!s park system located in East  Meadow, were 36 members of the Long Island Harmonizers . The July 
presentation, under the direction of Chorus Musical Director Maurice Debar, also included several of the 
organization!s quartets as well as the instrumental talents of Joel Fairman (ukulele) and Bill Hardman (banjo), 
and was part of a summer noontime concert series offered at the 930-acre park.

Brolly  and George Seelinger  (in their debut 
public performance); No Treble At All, (Tommy 
Barone, Bill  Vesely, Ken Wunsch, and Wayne 
Lazar); Long Island Express (Bill Ruth, Gene 
Kammerer, Joe  Massaro, substituting for John 
Laughlin, and Bob Roth);  and the AfterGloWorms 
(Hal Verity, Bob Miraglia, Steve Stojowski, and 
Maurice Debar)Ñ performed splendidly.

Solo acts were enthusiastically received by our 
sweltering audience. The soloists included Bill 
Hardman  on the banjo, who sang ÒMichael, Row 
The Boat AshoreÓ and ÒThis Land Is Your Land.Ó

49 YEARS AGO . . .
We were known as the Mid-Island Chapter. In 1970, 
we merged with the Nassau Chapter to form the 
Nassau Mid-Island Chapter.

In 1962, the Mid-Island Chorus won the Area 
Championship at a contest held in Southampton. At 
the same competition, the Dashing Dans, one of 
Mid-IslandÕs many quartets, came away with the  
First Place Quartet Trophy. 

On July 20, the Mid-Island Chapter sponsored the 
Newsday Quartet  Competition, held at Eisenhower 
Park, publicized over a period of six weeks in 
several articles in that periodical.

Tom McElraevy was the Chorus Director. The 
chapter officers were: Bob Edwards, President; 
John Seith, VP Membership; Stu Barrett , VP 
Programming; Harry Press, VP Publicity.

The Mid-Island ChapterÕs newsletter was called 
ÒMid-Island Missile,Ó Chuck Lindbergh, Editor. 
The cover page of the May 1962 issue appeared like 
this:

Reporting Period 2010Q4 
for MAD Chapter J-084 

Nassau-Mid Island
--Extracted from LiveWire , dated June 30, 2011

Your chapter is ranked 6 of 6 of the 
reporting chapters in your district with 
61-80 members. 
Your chapter is ranked 20 of 38 of the 
reporting chapters in your district. 
Your chapter is ranked 29 of 36 of the 
reporting chapters in the Society with 
61-80 members. 
Your chapter is ranked 170 of 333 of the 
reporting chapters in the Society.

When I circulated the above report  over the 
internet to our chapter members, the prevailing 
question raised was, ÒWhat is this? What does it 
mean?Ó

I was as much in the dark as were most  of 
you, who had never heard of the Chapter 
Achievement Program (CAP). Read on.

In 2010 we rolled out a survey called the 
Chapter Achievement Program to demonstrate 
beneÞcial programs and activities, encourage 
our BHS chapters to participate and allow them 
to be rewarded for great participation. 333 
Chapters participated and the scores are now 
tallied. The top 10 choruses in the Society are: 
#1. Asheville, NC (NSC); #2 Mankato, MN 
( L O L ) ; # 3 B l o o m i n g t o n , I L ( I L L ) ; # 4 
Northwest  Ohio (JA); #4 Lexington, KY 
(CAR); #6 Sebring, FL (SUN); #7 Waterbury/
Derby, CT (NED); #8 Salem, OR (EVG); #9 
Atlanta Metro, GA (DIX); and #10 Alexandria, 
VA (MAD).

One very  encouraging result is that 328 
(98.5%) of the chapters that responded 
reached out and did something for their 
community.

Many  of our chapter choruses and quartets 
never make the International competition, and 
many  do not wish to. But, many chapters wish 
they  could show off the good things they  do 
achieveÑthings that help  their communities or 
their chapters or society  as a whole. For 333 
chapters, the competitive spirit inspired them 
to participate in 2010. Using this program, 
even chapters who don!t regularly  compete in 
our singing competitions can compete against 
t h e l a r g e r c h a p t e r s a n d t r a c k t h e i r 
improvement from year to year. 

What!s in it for you?
You may ask, ÓWhat!s it going to do for my 
chapter?Ó Well, it will simply  show you what 
things the Society  thinks are important and 
how well you are doing compared to other 
chapters in accomplishing those things. It is 
also a great tool for Society, District and 
Chapter leadership to use to determine where 
we are as a Society  and perhaps what we need 
to be focusing on.

The very best vocal coach

I well remember the Þrst time I heard myself on a tape 
recorder. It didn't sound anything like me! My friend 
sounded exactly like herself, but that strange voice 
singing with her just wasn't mine. I was shocked to 
realize that it was indeed me. I suddenly know that the 
"wonderful voice" I have lived with all of my life isn't the 
same voice that everyone else hears.

For months, I taped myself singing in the chorus. I 
listened in amazement to this awful voiceÑit sang wrong 
notes, wrong words, bad vowels, made funny sounds, 
scooped, and even went ßat! I became very aware of 
pitch and went right to work to produce a better voice.

Little by little, I improved myself as a singer under the 
cold truth of this heartless coach, my tape recorder. Yes, 
your tape recorder is the best coach you'll ever Þnd! It 
gives you the opportunity to hear the voice that everyone 
else hears.

Remember that the only person who hears the voice in 
your head is you! Any time you are serious about good 
singing, the truth is there for you to hear. Just press the

TUNEÐUPS: SEVEN KEYS TO BETTER SINGING

This column occasionally mixes Chapter Business with the pleasures of mathematics, science, and even 
music theory.  With your kind indulgence, gentle readers, itÕs time to digress once again on a hot topic 
in our chorusÑtune-upsÑand how they can significantly help us.  There are two kinds of 
barbershoppersÑthose who believe singing an audible tune-up is completely unnecessary, and those 
who think it is indispensable.  In the Long Island Harmonizers, we lean toward the latter view. 

 As our Musical Director Maurice  has explained many 
times, singing an audible tune-up accomplishes several 
important objectives.  First and foremost, it  gets us 
thinking of the song in the proper key.  Next, it  gives 
us a way to find our first  note so we can sing it 
accurately the first time every time without having to 
ÒscoopÓ up to it.  (Why is it that  we never aim too high 
and then have to scoop down?  Probably because it 
takes less effort  to sing an arbitrarily random lower 
note and then raise it  rather than to overshoot and then 
awkwardly drop down.)

A tune-up can also be a cue to get serious. We are about 
to perform or rehearse a song (in an ideal world 
performing and rehearsing are equally serious every 
time), so we need to wake up, pay attention, and set 
aside all distractions.  The final objectives are to 
establish, coordinate, and match with one another the 
volume, tone, and mood of the song we are about to 
perform.  We bring that to our audience by leaning 
forward on our last tune-up note.  All of these goals are 
a lot  to expect from singing a mere two notes and one 
subtle stage move, but  we do have it  in us to achieve all 
of these objectives just  with our tune-ups if we put our 
minds to it.  

LetÕs start at  the beginning, reviewing all the most 
common tune-ups, and what you need to know to find 
your notes.  In most cases, the pitch pipe will sound a 
note which is the key of the song.  If a B-flat is blown, 
the song will generally always be in the key of B-flat.  
After listening attentively to that blown note (and after 
the Director signals you to sing it), everyone sings that 
same note in unison (well, usually).  Listening 
attentively cannot be overstressed.  If weÕve been 
rehearsing the same song and weÕre ready to start  up 
again, you probably have a sense in your mind of what 
key we were in, and you are ready to resume singing in 

that  key.  Half the time, the key you have in mind has 
dropped from the key we need to be in, so itÕs vitally 
important  to be able to let  go and erase that old key 
from your mind so as to embrace the new key you are 
(attentively) now hearing.  As my grandmother would 
love to point out  (in a different context), thatÕs why God 
gave us two ears but only one mouth. 

From there you go to your second assigned tune-up note 
which is generally going to be your sectionÕs first  note 
of the actual song.  If you are a Lead and we are starting 
a song with a ÒStandardÓ tune-up (or if you are a 
Baritone on a ÒReverseÓ tune-up), your first  and second 
tune-up notes just happen to be the same.  Even though 
this happens often, it is still a coincidence.  For the rest 
of the time and the rest of the sections, the second note 
will be different, and you do have to learn where to go.  

Is it a burden to have to memorize all the different types 
of common tune-ups and what your voice part must sing 
in each case?  Well, we have one word or phrase to 
identify which tune-up is called for, and then another 
piece of information for you to rememberÑyour second 
note in each case.  Which vowel to sing (Òoo,Ó Òah,Ó or 
ÒehÓ) is like yet  another word, as are the volume, tone, 
mood, and remembering to lean forward.  I see that  as 
comparable to having to memorize up to seven 
additional ÒwordsÓ in connection with each song.  The 
lyrics usually include hundreds of words, and we have 
to memorize all of them.  WhatÕs the big deal with 
learning seven more words? 

In the first  chart on the next page, you are only 
responsible for remembering the tune-ups for one 
column in the chartÑyour voice part.  The second chart 
lists which tune-up applies to most of the songs in our 
current  repertoire.  You may wish to keep these charts 
for future reference.

The four common tune-ups above cover more than half of 
our current  repertoire.  The remainder of our tune-ups 
include the ÒPyramidÓ (in which you only have to sing one 
rather than two notes; each section sings its note 
sequentially rather than all at  the same time, and your note 
assignment and sequence will vary in each case) and other 
special tune-ups which will always be explained in 
rehearsal.  Often, a ÒSpecialÓ tune-up is almost identical to 
one of the common ones above (or it  only changes for one 
of the parts).  Bring a pencil to each rehearsal!  Thank you 
for your support.

Fourth of July week in Kansas City at the Barbershop Harmony Society's International Convention 
was just amazing. Nearly 7,000 fans packed the Sprint Center in downtown KC to cheer on their 
favorite quartets and choruses. And, of course, some of the very best were ours. 
 
The Mid-Atlantic District sent four quartets and three choruses to the contest.  Voices of Gotham  
led off the chorus contest with a two and ! song set to help the judges verify the sound system. 
They did a fine job setting the tone for the contest to follow. Brothers in Harmony  presented a 
moving set evoking the mood and emotion of the Vietnam era with style and grace. And the  
Alexandria Harmonizers  gave an inspired performance to win their second fifth place bronze 
medal in a row. 
 
On the quartet side of the ledger we had  Frank the Dog , Da Capo , 'Round Midnight , and  Old 
School  in the race. Frank the Dog  jumped from their pre-contest ranking of 41st to 26th with a 
powerful performance and a score of 79.1. DaCapo made it through two rounds, finished 14th with 
a score of 83.5, and won the Dealer's Choice  award for having the highest score for a first time 
appearance at International. 'Round Midnight  finished in 12th with a score of 84.0. All three groups 
were giving standing ovations by the crowd for their moving and artistic performances. 
 
And our new International Champs  are Old School, who earned 1st place and their gold medals 
with three solid sets that left no doubt they would win the contest from the first measure. 
 
But there was much more going on. For those who were not able to attend the convention, or watch 
on the webcast, here are some highlights: 

¥ The Society Board elected two new members to serve three-year terms beginning in 2012 at 
their meeting July 5. And both new board members are well-known to all in the Mid-Atlantic 
District. Joe Cerutti , director of the Alexandria Harmonizers and Gary Plaag , Immediate 
Past President of the district, join currently serving Rick Ashby  on the board. This means, 
Mid-Atlantic will be providing 1/3 of the membership of the Society Board for the next several 
years. Joe and Gary will join the rest of the board in helping us find a new CEO for the 
Society, in forming more effective bonds with music educators in support of youth programs, 
and in forging more and closer relations with society affiliates. 

¥ The board also approved the Spanish Association of Barbershop Singers as our newest 
affiliate organization. 

¥ And on Tuesday we were advised that our very own Chuck Harner  had been elected to 
serve on the Harmony Foundation Board of Trustees.

Orange Quartet Chapter, Barbershop Harmony Society

Barbershop Quartet Singing is an activity involving teams of four players called the Lead, the Tenor, the Bass, and the Baritone.
Each has a function in the team.

};> The Lead sings the melody of the song and is the" quarterback" of the team. He determines the tempo and the dynamics
of the song. He can change the play in midstream, so the other singers must be attentive and follow his direction.

};> The Tenor sings harmony to the melody above the lead, that is, at a higher musical pitch. This voice is unique to
Barbershop and is the feature that gives it its particularly recognizable sound.

};> The Bass sings harmony to the melody below the lead, at a lower musical pitch. If the lead is "posting", that is, holding a
note while the other voices sing a countermelody, the bass takes over the direction of the singing for the duration of the
passage.

};> The Baritone sings the notes that determine the "flavor" of the chord being sung. As such, his part is often not particularly
easy to sing or to listen to, but it is essential to conveying the musical interpretation of the arranger.

The object of barbershop quartet singing is to convey the musical intent of the composer, lyricist, and arranger to the audience.
This is called "performing." Performing involves style of dress, movements, and facial expressions as well as vocal production.

Vocal production is at the heart of barbershop quartet performance. The singers must strive to create a sound that is true in pitch,
timbre, and volume level so that the listener cannot tell which singer is singing each part. Additionally, they must strive to create
additional voices by the blending of their notes. These additional voices are called "overtones" or "expanded sound." This is done by
meticulous attention to the following:

1. Pitch accuracy: The notes of each and every chord must be in exact harmonic ratio.
2. Vowel matching: All four singers must form the vowel sounds in the same way.
3. Volume adjustment: Higher notes, in general, must be sung at a lower volume than low notes, Certain chords require

special exceptions, however
4. Timbre matching: All four voices must be adjusted to a "brighter" or "more mellow" sound, as required, so that one voice

does not predominate.

Above all, the result of a barbershop performance should be enjoyment, both on the part of the singers and the listeners.

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BOB HEIM SPREADS HIS ÒGRAIN OF SANDÓ 
PROGRAM ALL THE WAY TO  THE TOP

The following is a reproduction of an e-mail BHS President Alan Lamson sent to Bob Heim.
It is herewith presented with President LamsonÕs permission.

Good afternoon Bob,

I guess I would not express my position on the loss 
of our membership as dismay as much as I would 
exuberance for the fact that I really think that our 
members now truly understand the magnitude of our 
loss and are starting to pitch in on the local level to 
do something about it. Despite being Society 
president I am still a very active member of the 
Manchester, CT chapter. I know that the solution to 
our membership problem is not in the hands of the 
Society officers or district officers or even our staff 
in Nashville. It is in the hands of each one of our 
local members, just like you and me, who need to 
make their chapter meetings exciting, educational, 
and rewarding and to convey their joy at what they 
are doing to every person that they meet. That joy 
will translate itself into new attendees at our shows, 
more people who become aware that there is a 
barbershop singing society, and in some instances 
new members.

The most effective thing that the Society and 
districts can do is to marshal our resources and focus 
them on the resolution of this issue in a way that our 
local chapters can use them most effectively. This is 
not a short-term solution. We got here over the past 
25 or more years. We wonÕt bounce back in 1 or 2 
years. But if we can get the eroding of our 
membership turned around into reasonable annual 
growth and we keep our shoulder to the wheel every 
year from now on, I  truly believe we can increase 
our membership. This is not really a retention 
problem. It is not really a problem because we are 
getting older. (Have you been to Midwinter to see 
the youth chorus festival?) It is a problem because 

we didnÕt pay it enough attention in the past and left 
it for someone else to do.

I am continually impressed by the resourcefulness of 
our members who create these new ideas and 
approaches. In sum total, I am convinced that they 
will work. Your marketing campaign is probably just 
the thing for your chapter. There may be others out 
there that can use the same approach in their 
community. It is probably not relevant to a chapter in 
the high elevations of the Rocky Mountains. But 
your success in drawing attention to the Nassau 
Chapter could be the basis for a slightly different 
program in another chapter.

Thanks for sharing this with Lorin and me. As we 
move forward in the coming months with programs, 
financial support of programs, manpower support of 
programs, etc., the efforts of every single one of us 
will lead us to success.

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A GENTLE NUDGE
Almost all discourses on improved choral singing 

start off with stage posture as the first prerequisite. 
What is often overlooked, however, is sitting 
posture, a concession that is graciously  offered by 
our choral director in consideration of our advanced 
age and physical limitations.

At a recent Tuesday night rehearsal in Baldwin, 
your editor was shocked at what he saw when casting 
his eye over the chorus while taking attendance. The 
chairs were being used to ÒslouchÓ in! You never saw 
a more laid-back group in your life. The temptation 
to take my camera out and take a picture was there, 
but I didnÕt have the heart to be that cruel.

Good sitting posture while singing requires 
sitting on the forward half of the seat, feet flat on the 
floor, and no backs in contact with the chair back. 
(I even saw a couple of crossed legs and folded 
arms.) At this particular moment, I observed only 
about four or five backs, out of almost 40, not in 
touch with the backs of the chairs. Surely this cannot 
be attentive singing.

Singing coaches have advised us in the past of 
several remedies, such as imagining you are sitting 
on a stool (no back or side supports) or on your chair 
in a reversed position, which is not good for the legs, 
however. Whatever works to help  you establish a 
proper sitting posture should be your focus.

I trust you will take this Ògentle nudgeÓ (off the 
back of your chair) kindly. If I see just one more 
back, not in contact with the back of the chair, I will 
consider this editorial a success. �ÿ
